
Instructions 

 
 

Inspections of colonies should be carried at least once a month. To estimate 

the no. of breeding Red-footed falcon pairs, the inspections should be carried 

out between 10-30 of June and 1-31 of July, with at least one inspection in 

each time interval  

 

In case of each inspection, note the time of the observations, the species 

observed (with age and sex specified in case of RFF). The inspections should 

be carried out either by: 

a) Counting birds at dawn. In this case the no. of birds leaving the colony can 

be counted. 

b) Directly counting birds present in the colony, or at the nest. This method 

should only be preferred in case of colonies where good observations are 

possible.  

 

The maximum number of birds should be registered in case of both methods.
